Action Items Responses:
1. Action Item #s 77, 78, 79, and 81 – nothing reported.

2. Action Item #37 response – (Investigate reliability/performance of RAID disks for use as a backend server database storage) – Tom noted that he still has to order the 2 RAID disks.

3. Action Item #82 response – (Convert link ID for some of the Service Types) – Tom noted that he has completed work on this action item and has opened up a BUG report on this issue (this Action Item has been closed).
System Bugs:

· 151 – ('initiate PassPhrase Change' not available from the Connection Parameters Panel) – Cathy reported that she is working on password and pass phrase changes.  It was suggested to make the Pass Phrase a Client operation.  Cathy is also to work on a handshake scenario and to test on the Client.

· 152 – (Replace Requests must inherit any respecifiables in the Original Request) – Still analyzing invalid values on the respecifiables.  This may be a stored procedure problem.

· 155 – (Can't login with some userids after Server or Isolator restart) – Application Server goes down, problem with reset.  Cathy is working on this Bug.

· 159 – (SWSI main panel/Scheduling/NCC/Create SAR not available after few SARs were created) – There is no clear reason what is causing this Bug.  Sue has not been able to recreate the Bug in the lab.

· 162 – (Possible performance issue during UPD processing) – Gerry noted that he had modified the servers to queue up UPDs by SICs, but there still seems to be a performance problem with the Client.  Gerry suggested a modification to buffer by SupIden and Service Type, rather than queuing up UPDs.  Tom noted to go ahead and proceed with the modification.

· 131 – (Client String Index out of Bounds Exception on login) - Cannot reproduce.
· 96 – (Premature expiration of SMA Services when during reconfigurations) – GCMR services expired.
· 144 – (Not Display correct BER status in UPD) – Cannot reproduce this Bug.
· 145 – (UPD Frequencies are displayed in Hz rather than MHz) – This Bug was fixed by Tom.  Tom needs to make formal changes to the database.
· 138 - (SNIF unable to read UPD database tables) - This Bug was fixed by Tom.  Tom needs to make formal changes to the database.
· 141 - (Scaling not performed on UPD values) - This Bug was fixed by Tom.  Tom needs to make formal changes to the database.
· 49 – (Isolator Source Alert String) – Cathy reported that alerts are coming over the Isolator and may be either an EIF or Ops problem.  Cathy is to check with Joe on this.
· 37 – (Include Result/Explanation Code in Explanation Text) - Fixed
· 101 – (CPR menu values not displayed in logical order in respecifiables panel) - Fixed
· It was noted that all bugs that have been fixed to date should be delivered for testing.  This release will be Build 3/Patch 2.  Following the fix for Bug 162 (Possible performance issue during UPD processing), another deliver will be made, and this release will be Build 3/Patch 3.

· Tom requested that Sergey update Bugzilla with new target milestones.  Gerry noted that he will get in touch with Sergey.

· Gerry is to provide Tom with a list of Bugs/fixes that will be delivered under Build 3/Patch 2.
DAS Testing:

· Tom reported that ITT will be connecting to SWSI (for testing) late in February.  He also noted that they are still in the process of coding the DAS interface.

Documentation:

· SWSI System Design document – Steve is the interface for merging updates to specific sections of the document.
· Users Guide – Tom is progressing with this.
· Transition document – Jerry is progressing with these as well.
Test Schedule:

· Sue and Bill are to set up a new test schedule and work it out with Tom.
