SWSI Development Meeting Notes

Action Items Responses:
1. Action Item #37 response – (Investigate reliability/performance of RAID disks for use as a backend server database storage) – Tom is to check the status of the new RAIDs.

2. Action Item #77 response – (Setup two new servers for DAS interface testing) – Scott is still experimenting on the setup of the DAS servers, and is to check into whether Solaris 8 will work.  Tom is to work with Scott on this.
3. Action Item #79 – (Check on CCB’s status of the SWSI SRD) – Nothing reported on this Action Item.

4. Action Item #81 response – (Begin work on High Availability (HA) and find out what is required for HA software) – Scott noted that he is to check on whether HA will work on Solaris 8.

5. Action Item #83 response – (Bring the migration scripts and the source code items from NCC to Angelica to be kept under CM.) – (this Action Item is Closed).
Open Discussion:
· Tom reported to the group that the SWSI Product Management Plan has been officially published.

· Tom noted that he has run some more tests to check SWSI performance.

· Tom requested that Alan update the database schema diagram to reflect the State Vector updates (see Action Item #84).

System Bugs:
· 144 – (Not displaying the correct BER status in UPD) – Don will look into this BUG after he finishes his return data testing.

· 190 – (UPD Summary “One Chnl Bad” status not displayed properly) – Harshna is to look into bundling images (GIF files) into a JAR file and submit a new Bug to extract the image files from the JAR file.  Harshna suggested to use SWSIROOT as Java System Property to propend with file names found in the property files to make CM less error prone.  Tom will look into using environment variables to derive SWSIROOT directory name.

· 181 – (Pass phrase change) – Tom questioned the group on whether we can expire certificates, Harshna noted that we can.  It was noted that SWSI should not allow users to login if the certificate has expired.  Tom suggested to set an expiration date for certificates, and to have Gerry remove doing the phrase changes (not allow users the capability to change the pass phrase).  It was noted that we set up some type of early notification (30 to 60 days) on the expiration of certificates.  Joe was actioned to check into setting up a procedure for generating certificates (see Action Item #85).

· 196 – (Isolator indicates EIF connected users as logged out on a restart) – Cathy is to continue looking into this, she seems to think she has this BUG narrowed down.

· 194 – (Unable to log out from the main SWSI panel) – Gerry is working on fixing this Bug.

· George noted that old data is not purged when viewing the active schedule window.  Tom suggested that we make the requirement a operations procedure to purge the data.  George is to write up a BUG on the completed events on the active schedule.  It was also suggested that we don’t display completed events on the Active Summary Panel.  For the Schedule Request Summary Panel, a future enhancement will be implemented for users to use filters to only display certain data.  Tom questioned Don, if we use an auto-purge, how far do we go back in time?
Open Discussion:
· Don had some question about UPD detailed status displays.  The question was how the first status derived?  Gerry will provide the answer.
· Tom brought up a question about the remote access to the backend server (SSH) from here to WSC.  Scott is to check into the SSH protocol and install on the operational servers (see Action Item #86).
· Scenarios for setting up multiple SWSI instances for GP-B, DAS, and DSMC.  Harshna noted that we could schedule GP-B testing on the DAS system (with the exception of the two days for which DAS will be doing the connection tests on March 11 and 12).
· TUT Rules for DSMC – Joe noted to the group that we need to be allowed through the DSMC firewall to do our TUT testing.
DAS Testing Schedules:
· Mar 11 – Simple two day tests to check on connections.

· Apr 15 – Begin official DAS I/F test cases.

DAS:
· Sergey is to update the DAS schema and provide to ITT.
