SWSI Development Meeting Notes

1. Scott Robinson installed Jbuilder, JDK 1.2, Hotspot on the development machine.  Scott will be working on the installation of Jswitch S/W prior to the next meeting (see AI #1).

2. The SWSI Development Team will have access to the NET via the Open IONet (see AI #2).  The access to the development machine (from remote locations) will be secured with the SSH client software and tunneling the X-Window traffic through SSH.  Tom Sardella will provide the necessary software for all the remote locations (see AI #12).
 

3. Scott Robinson to perform a Lock-down on Sun Workstations for security requirements, which include Secure Shell (SSH) server software (see AI #13).

4. Joe Stevens to check with Nascom, whether there are any issues on the Private Network for x-terminals (see AI #7).

5. It was determined that there is not a need for additional x-terminals in the SWSI Development Lab (see AI #3).

6. The Oracle database server software has not arrived from Houston yet.  Harshna Sampat stated that a decision needs to be made whether to install Oracle server software on her NT machine to get an early start on the prototype (see AI #14).


7. SWSI Data Base Design

· The question arose on what type of Dbase design tool should be used.  It was suggested that something similar to Oracle Designer should be utilized.  Further investigation of this matter will be investigated by the Development Team (see AI #8).

· The size of the SWSI data base needs to be determined in order to make a decision on media storage requirements (see AI #9).

8. CM Tools – It was suggested that the CM tool to use for SWSI may be Concurrent Versions System (CVS).  Scott Robinson to install (see AI#10)


9. Tom Sardella and Bill Brown will be meeting to discuss SWSI data base design ideas.  Bill Brown and Alan Zinkgraf will also be meeting prior to our next meeting to discuss SWSI development and data base issues.


10. Tom Sardella actioned Jerry Rauser to investigate NCC activities for the proposed move and how this will effect SWSI development and testing in the future (see AI #11).


11. It was brought to attention that CSOC may have a license for us to use Data Architect Tool for the design of the database (see AI #15).


12. The TUT information is available only on the closed Net.  How will the SWSI users be able to view the available TDRS time? (see AI #16).
