1. Tom Sardella stated that we are still waiting to here on the status of Oracle from Houston (see AI #4).  Tom will check the status on this issue with Alan Zinkgraf.

2. Jerry Rauser stated that Danh Nguyen is still working on SWSI Requirements Matrix and should have something within the next few days (see AI #5).
 

3. Scott Robinson installed the SSH server and noted that it is working (see AI #13).  It was suggested that it would be best to get an upgrade path (SSH2) but there are concerns on costs.

4. Scott Robinson is to install Port Sentry on the development machine and have ready by 06/07 (see AI #23).

5. AI #12 Provide S/W for remote locations to securely connect with SWSI development facility.  The use of EXCEED and Secure CRT will be used to securely connect with SWSI.  Tom Sardella asked that each one of the developers provide him with the EXCEED version number they are using.  Tom and Joe Stevens are to check on specific EXCEED instructions and assist developers on their setups.  Secure CRT will be installed on 5 developer workstations.  Gerald Klitsch is to check with CSOC in obtaining Secure CRT or some other SSH Client (see AI #24).  Joe Stevens noted that remote connectivity cannot be accomplished until SSH clients have been installed.  Gerald Klitsch will provide the EXCEED software to Scott Robinson to be installed on one of the laptops for testing SSH Client configuration with EXCEED.

6. AI #21 Acquire listserv mailing list for a SWSIDEV and SWSIALL E-Mail group names.  Scott Robinson stated that he had some problems with the SWSIDEV listserv.  He asked that everyone generate a test message to the SWSIALL listserv so that he can straighten out the problem.
