SWSI Development Meeting Notes

Action Items Responses
1. Action Item #s 9, and 37 – nothing reported

2. Action Item #69 response – (Determine why SWSI Client on Solaris hangs the server with the JDK 1.3 upgrade.) – Harshna reported that she has received the upgrade and we can now test on Solaris (this Action Item is Closed).  It was reported that we could run SWSI Client on Solaris with Build 3.  Joe asked if we want to test with Build 2 Solaris (upgrade on IT) and it was suggested not to install the patch on IT as of now.  It was also noted, that before we put patches on the IT machine, we need to test out a second application server and isolator.  Harshna is to see how things run on Angelica first.  Tom said that the Isolator might have difficulties identifying if the SNIF connection is up with the two Isolators running.  Cathy is to set up to have 2 application servers and Isolators working on Angelica (see Action Item #75).

3. Action Item #72 response – (Follow up on the NISN SSL secure gateway issues.  Write an informal risk assessment and continue discussions with NISN security) – Joe noted to the group that he needs another month on this action item.  It was noted that we are not going to use SSL between the Application Server and the Isolator though SWSI will encrypt sensitive data.


4. Action Item #73 response – (Pursue what it would take to have TUT code modified so that TUT from NCC and ANCC can be retrieved) – Scott talked to John Russell on this issue.  It was reported that John requested a formal request to make the required changes to the TUT code.  Joe noted to Tom that he could change the code so not to have to go through all the red-tape.  (This Action Item is Closed).

5. Action Item #74 response – (Check the TDRS ID data on SWSI IT database matches with ANCC TDRS ID data) -  Harshna stated that she has Don Murray looking into this issue.
Design Items

· RAMR/RDR Issue: Allow RDR on RAMR.  Use RAMR RequestID as Ref ID in RDR.  Allow RAMR on RAMR and use RequestID of the RAMR being modifies as RefID in the new RAMR.  Sergey/Harshna:  Mark the reference RAR/RAMR as being deleted after getting a good status for RAMR/RDR message. – This has been resolved with DAS/ITT personnel.

· Don:  Need valid TDRS names accepted in SAR and reported in USMs.
· Updated server and client in Build 3 to work with Phaos SSLava Toolkit 1.2.3.  Scott:  Move the software from hsampat’s directory to system directory and update system cshrc file.
Build 2 Patches – Build 2 Patch 2 installed on IT machines on 08/22/01.  Bugs fixed – 40, 51, 58, 72, 76, 80, 85, and 88.

Build 2 Testing Status

Major Bugs
· #5 – Harshna is to make some changes to code.
· #65 & #78 – To be revisited after Phaos upgrade.
· #74 – Closed.
· #89 – Harshna to check CVS on whether Gerry fixed for both Builds 2 and 3.
· #91 – Tom ran a Windows update (critical updates only) on the Dell in the ANCC which seemed to help clear up the problem.
· #96 – Harshna is to analyze this bug.

Harshna’s Questions
· #37 – Tom noted that he is to talk to Don on how he wants the code to be displayed.
· #62 – Database issue, Tom is to update through the database.
· #69 – This bug was reassigned to SNIF, Tom is to look into this.
· #77 – Requires major changes, but not with this release.  Tom is to discuss this bug with Don.
· #91 – Discussed above.
· #93 – Waiting to hear back from Don.  Harshna is to see why TDRSs do not show up on SAR panels.
Tom’s Questions
· #102 – Harshna is to look into what changes are needed in the database for this bug.
· #100 – Steve is to check on cloning everything.
· #55 – Joe is to make required changes/modifications to the TUT code.
· #14 – This is to be fixed for Build 3.  This is an Application Server problem.

Tom actioned Sergey to look into making possible Bugzilla enhancements for patch fields, or add patches to list of versions, i.e., if a bug is fixed, say what patch was used to fix the bug (see Action Item #76).

It was noted that Don is to verify after patch delivery and regression tests.
Build 3 Implementation Status

· Database – Updated upd_param table to change value type to be of type NUMBER, added new col (NewGeneration) flag in the tdrs_group table.  Populated DAS result codes for message 001.  Alan to develop script to populate remaining DAS result codes.
· Client – Worked bug fixes, testing UPDs, worked on remaining DAS panels.
· Isolator – Worked bug fixes, worked on events start and stop time alerts.
· SNIF – UPD parsing complete, working to integrate SNIF and Isolator, ready to work State Vectors

· SDIF – Continued with the Build 3 implementation.
