SWSI Development Meeting Notes

Meeting Date: September 13, 2000

Time: 1:00 PM

Attendees: Cathy Chang, Jy-Tai Chang, Gerry Klitsch, Danh Nguyen, Jerry Rauser, Scott Robinson, Harshna Sampat, and Tom Sardella, and Joe Stevens

1. Action Item #5 response – Danh Nguyen reported that he had received comments to the draft SWSI Requirements Document from Tom Sardella and Joe Stevens.  Danh scheduled a meeting with Tom, Joe, and Jerry Rauser for Friday, September 15, 9:00 am to go over the inputs.

2. Action Item #9 response – Harshna Sampat stated that Alan Zinkgraf and the development team have been working diligently on the design of the SWSI database.  SWSI database meetings have been scheduled.

3. Action Item #11 response – Tom Sardella is to arrange meetings with DSMC personnel in the near future.

4. Action Item #18 response – Scott Robinson noted that work is still progressing with the setup of Concurrent Versions System (CVS) script files for the developers.

5. Action Item #32.1 response – Tom Sardella has ordered copies of JbuilderPro, but has not heard anything to date.  Tom stated that he will obtain copies from the Lab for the developers to use in the mean time.  A question was asked whether the license keys can be updated after reloading the new software. Scott Robinson is to look into this.

6. Action Item #32.2 response – Joe Stevens reported that the use of SSH should take care of any security issues of remote development.

7. Action Item #32.3 response – Scott Robinson stated that there are some problems with remote CVS running on Windows.  Scott feels the right solution to this is to use CYGNUS.  Cathy Chang raised a question about how to deal with the files that are not ready to be checked into CVS.  Harshna Sampat suggested one to handle this would be to securely transfer the files into user’s home directory on Angelica at the end of each day, this would eliminate a need of remote CVS.  A local CVS then can be used to check the files into CVS.  Tom Sardella made note to Joe Stevens that the Rules of Behavior need to be updated/changed.  Scott Robinson will look into selecting one of the three options (remote CVS, secure copy from local workstation to Angelica + local CVS, encrypt files on local workstations) to allow secure remote development.

8. Action Item #35 response - Jerry Rauser reported that he is still working on the SWSI Web Site material.  Jerry asked Joe Stevens on the status of a local server to house the SWSI Web Site.  Joe noted that he will make the necessary arrangements for Jerry to have FTP privileges to the Defiant server.
