SWSI Development Meeting Notes

Action Items Responses:

1. Action Item #s 5, 9, 11, 18, 37, 41, and 44 – nothing reported


2. Action Item #32 notes – Harshna Sampat suggested using local CVS if problems persist with CVS under CYGNUS.


3. Action Item #35 response – Tom Sardella went over the Design Review comments with the development group, in order to identify issues that are to be propagated on the SWSI Web Site by Jerry Rauser.


4. Action Item #39 response – Tom and Harshna are to work off-line to discuss which database tables the DBA needs to modify to keep in sync with the NCC.


5. Action Item #42 response – Tom noted that he is still working on putting together a tutorial on the uses of PGP for the developers.


6. Action Item #43 response – Harshna stated that Jbuilder 4 Pro allows for remote CVS and we may consider the upgrade for that purpose.  Harshna also passed out a hand-out on the capabilities of Jbuilder 4 Pro for the team to read over.  Gerry Klitsch and Steve Blackwell are still looking into the feasibility of the possible upgrade.  It was suggested that we wait and see if Scott Robinson gets CVS working with CYGNUS and see what he proposes.


7. Action Item #45 response – Briefly discussed database changes for SERVICE_TYPE table to include Max Link ID and additional information by SNIF for processing NCC messages.


 

Proposal for Time Fields – Cathy Chang had questions in regards to database schema fields that needed clarification.  It was decided, to store absolute date fields in the Oracle “Date” format and relative time fields in the string (Oracle varchar2) format in the database.  Since no processing is done on the relative time the Isolator or SNIF, it was OK to store the relative time in a string format.  She also asked which application will fill in the SAR creation time.  The team decided that the Isolator should fill in this time since we can not guarantee the user desktop time to be very accurate.

Configuration Management – Tom Sardella is to talk to Scott Robinson about setting a temporary directory where SWSI common objects can be stored for everyone to access if Scott can not have CM in place by Tuesday, November 28.


Developers Status
· Tom Sardella noted to the team that he needs to meet with Alan Zingraf, Maurice Assaraf, and Cathy Chang in order to get up to speed with SNIF development.  He stated that he wants to be able to support other subsystems being readied for informal integration tests, but then he retracted the statement because he needs to modify SNIF to access SWSI database tables before setting up the UDP interface with Isolator.

· Harshna Sampat made note to Tom that she may be able to get additional help for SNIF development, CM, and more database expertise.  Harshna also remarked that the build schedules need to be worked and that informal integration testing will begin in mid-December.

· Joe Stevens reported to the team that he and Tom have got the TUT proxy working.

DAS Status – Tom said that he would like to have preliminary layout of the Resource Allocation Request panel ready prior to the next SWSI/DAS interchange meeting.  Harshna expressed the need to start working on modifications to the database schema to support the DAS interface.
