SWSI Development Meeting Notes

Action Items Responses:
1. Action Item #79 – nothing reported.

2. Action Item #37 response – (Investigate reliability/performance of RAID disks for use as a backend server database storage) – Tom noted that he ordered the 2 RAID disks as well as 3 tape drives.

3. Action Item #77 response – (Setup two new servers for DAS interface testing) – Scott noted that the servers are ready, and he needs the current Build 3 installed to complete the setup on the DAS IT machine.  Alan has created the new database instances, and Gerry is to install the DAS Simulator.
4. Action Item #78 response – (Provide Simulator Source or Binary Code to ITT) – Joe reported that he has provided the software to ITT, but not the DAS Simulator (this Action Item has been closed).

5. Action Item #81 response – (Begin work on High Availability (HA) and find out what is required for HA software) – Scott noted that he has made some progress and is still working the on this action item.

System Bugs:

· 46 – (Isolator "nrm" designation for operations SNIF) – Cathy reported that this Bug has been resolved.

· 39 – (EIF Services missing in /etc/services) – Scott is to work this Bug.

· 138 – (SNIF unable to read UPD database tables) – Tom suggested the addition of a system ID column for service types and may require a schema change.  Instead of null values, make the values blank or zeros for each of the 3 columns.  Tom is to redo the script for DAS and Alan is to update the schema for UPD DAS.

· 141 – (Scaling not performed on UPD values) – Required SNIF and database change, columns are to be changed for the NCC UPD database.  Tom is to change the DAS scripts.  

· 145 – (UPD Frequencies are displayed in Hz rather than MHz) – Tom is to work this Bug, similar to Bug #141.
· 146 – (I/Q Power Ratio Blank for KSAR) – Changes to default values required.  Numeric values to be changed to +00, +30 etc…
· 124 – (Initial CPR of 0 improperly displayed &causes unwanted respecifiable) – Tom reopened this Bug.
· 162 – (Possible performance issue when during UPD processing) – Tom noted to the group that we need to find out what the bottle-neck in performance is.  A system test is to be scheduled (not in the Lab) to further investigate performance problems.  The test will be ran after Gerry completes the delivery of the next Build 3 Patch.
· 148 - (Inappropriate Activation of the "Generate Replace" button) - This Bug has been fixed by Gerry.  He is to retest and post in the next Patch delivery.
· 133 - (Alternate SARs button sensitized when status is NCC queued.) – The verification of this Bug failed against Build 3 Patch 2.
· 151, 152, 155, 163, 164, 165, 167, & 168 – These Bugs are in the ‘fixed but not delivered list’ and are to be posted in the next Patch delivery.
· 138, 141, & 145 (Tom to work); 143 & 148 (Gerry to work) – These Bugs will be fixed and delivered in the next Patch release.
Open Discussion:

· The subject arose of how to order Patch numbers for system builds.  Many suggestions were discussed, including the use of property files of the application, use of JAR files manifest, common classes, control of version numbers, and use of a –V option.  It was decided that a common class will be developed that controls the SWSI version number.  This common version class will be used by all the Java subsystems to determine the SWSI version number.  All the Java subsystems will print out the version number when it is invoked with –v option.
· The SWSI patch release will be Beta Release that fixes UPD problems.  This is needed so that UPD performance problems can be looked into.
· The next Patch release will include fixes to Bugs 138, 141, 145, 138, and 142.  It will also include having –v option to get SWSI version number.  The encryption of password will also be included in the next patch release.
