SWSI Development Meeting Notes

Meeting Date: January 30, 2001

Action Items Responses:

1. Action Item #s 9, 18, 32, 37, 39, 41, 42, 43, 45, 47, and 53 – nothing reported


2. Action Item #5 response – Tom noted that Howard Michelsen (Honeywell) may be helping Danh with the requirements document.


3. Action Item #11 response – Jerry reported to the team, that he had been in touch with Fred Kleinknecht (DSMC Rep) to work out the issue of the ANCC transition schedule and how it would effect the SWSI testing schedule.  Jerry noted that there looks like there will be a work-around with the DSMC schedule to meet our needs.  A new DSMC Master Schedule is expected in the near future.


4. Action Item #39 response – (Jswitch administrative tool to add/remove users to SWSI.  Tom will identify tables that the DBA would need to modify to keep in sync with the NCC) – Tom reported that he had provided Harshna with some feedback on this AI.  He noted that they may be having a meeting on Thursday, February 1 to discuss this.


Backup SWSI Database Tables Used in SWSI Build 0 and Keep it With Build 0 SWSI Software:

Alan will create an ORABU subdirectory (for Oracle BackUp) under the SWSI/DEV directory and place the backup there.  This should then get backed up onto tape when Scott does his regular backups.
Isolator Design for DAS:
Maurice gave a very good overview of his design.  One of the issues to come out of this is the handling of state vectors.  With Maurice's original design, if SDIF or DAS is down, the state vectors are lost.  It was suggested to store the state vectors on a file similar to what is being done between the SNIF and NCC.  Tom thought that since we are not doing FTP, we might want to store the state vectors in the database.  Moreover, since we are not doing FTP, the state vector file has to be parsed to send to the NCC (only 3 vectors at a time instead of 100).  The question arose of where to do this parsing.  Tom suggested the Isolator and Gerry suggested the Client (to offload processing from the Isolator and because otherwise the client would have to have code to create this file from user

supplied vectors.  Instead of creating the file, the client could have code to parse the file and send the individual vectors.  This was left as an open issue.
SDS Updates due to Harshna by February 2:
Maurice will have inputs to Harshna ASAP for he will be on vacation all of next week.  Gerry hopes to have something to Harshna by Friday.  Tom mentioned there may be a meeting to discuss the database schema sometime Thursday or Friday morning.  Alan stated that Friday would be better for him.  Tom said that he had some Monthly Status Review meeting  scheduled for Friday morning, but he may skip it.
DAS Status:

Tom would like to have a pre-meeting before the DAS telecon on Thursday (about 15 min before the telecon).  The issue of Request IDs, rollovers, and the concerns of duplicate IDs came up.  Maurice's suggestion of just having the Isolator check the database to see if an ID is in use was discussed and accepted.

Tom also reported that we are to work with ITT’s schedule for preparing the Delta CDR.

Developers Status:

Everyone's hard at work in preparation for their design updates.

Jerry had some questions for Sergey and Tom on what link to use for downloading the xsd file from the SWSI Web Site.  Sergey noted to Jerry, to use the same link for the XML Documentation, but use the xsd extension.  Tom will provide users the required information needed in order for them to examine the raw source.

Lydia reported that she is coming up to speed with SWSI.  She is still waiting for her GSFC badge and keycard.

Alan reported that he is working SERVICE_PARAM tables and populating the database.

Gerry reported that he has been working on the Ops Concept, Design Document, and updates to Appendix A.

Tom is to set up Sergey’s keycard access.  Sergey has his GSFC badge.
