SWSI Development Meeting Notes

Action Items Responses:

1. Action Item #s 5, 9, 18, 32, 37, 41, 42, 43, 47, 53 and 54 – nothing reported


2. Action Item #11 response – (Investigate NCC activities for the proposed move and how this will effect SWSI development and testing in the future) – Jerry provided copies of the updated DSMC Master Schedule to Tom and Harshna.  It was noted by Tom, that some of the SWSI activities on the schedule do not correlate with the actual completion time of SWSI, Jerry made note of this and will report this to DSMC reps.


3. Action Item #45 response – (Review database changes for SERVICE_TYPE table to include Max Link ID and additional information needed by SNIF for processing NCC messages) – Tom reported that he had completed the review of the database changes.  This AI is closed.


Design – Open Issues:
· What does the Client do with parameters it gets in the event detail response but the parameter name is not found in the service_param table, e.g., Client would display the parameter on the top pane for fixed parameters.

· SNIF checks USM parameters against SERVICE_PARAM table and ignores the parameter if not found in the SWSI db.  Tom suggested that SDIF should do the same thing and produce alert.

· How much work is involved to detect only one (I or Q) channel is reported in MAR UPD stream and display blanks for the other channel.

· Tom said that if this is not done, UPD summary panel will report bad status for MAR UPD that has only one channel. Gerry will provide the impact on Client to support this.

· KSA WB service as separate type in SWSI

· Tom wants to have this as separate Service Type in the SWSI database.

· Change the upper limit of Oracle sequence counter to.

· The range for sequence counter for generating Request Ids will be 0,000,001 to 8,899,999 for SWSI generated messages.

· Client sends ‘UseDefault flag in SAR/RAR request; where to get default values for SAR flexible parameter.

· Steve said that this flag indicates to use default respecifiable parameters. The Client will always send the flexible parameters. Stored Procedure (AddService) will copy the default values of respecifiable parameters from SSC table into SR_PARAM table. The parameters will be updated/added (flexible parameters) when AddParam is called.

· Common Class

· Needs a separate meeting to discuss these.


· State Vector Table Definition

· If SVs are in a set, the ordering needs be maintained.  How to ensure that SVs get sent out in correct order?  A set can have e.g. 720 vectors, a file on Client desktop would only have maximum of 100 vectors per file.  John will create the necessary SV tables from NCCDS/MOC ICD State Vector message.  Tom will investigate this further.
Build Schedule:

Tom reported that the Build Schedule (which is dated January 11) has been approved.

DAS Status:

Tom reported that he has made significant progress with the presentation material for the CDR.  Tom also noted to the group, that ITT has requested a XML tutorial.  More on this subject in the future.

Developer Status:

Alan distributed the new database schema for review.

Scott reported that he is progressing with PGP and plans on working out some of the CVS issues soon.  He noted that CVS has been installed on his workstation where he is working out some of the bugs, after he is completed with this, he will finish up on the procedures for the developers.  Tom noted to Scott that he complete the work on CVS before he starts work on fixing some of the hardware problems in the lab.
