SWSI Development Meeting Notes

Meeting Date: August 2, 2000

Time: 1:30 PM

1. Action Item #5 response - No new status.

2. Action Item #9 response - Bill Brown is still working.  Harshna Sampat noted that Bill had provided database scripts to her.

3. Action Item #11 response – Have had teleconferences with DSMC personnel, and shared SWSI information.
4. Action Item #12 response - All team members have evaluation copies of SecureCRT installed on their computers.  Tom Sardella has provided temporary license keys to extend the evaluation copies beyond 30 days.  Tom has ordered additional permanent licenses for all developers that require it.  This Action Item has been closed.

5. Action Item #18 response - Scott Robinson continues to investigate CVS and provide informal training to the development team.

6. Action Item #28 response - Tom Sardella has responded to Gerald Klitsch in regards to NCD log format questions.  Tom noted that SNIF is to use NCD formats for logging the NCC messages.

7. Action Item #29 response – Scott Robinson installed SecureCRT on the MMFD computer.  Action Item is closed.

8. Action Item #30 response – Scott Robinson reported that he is still working on his studies of the remote XWindow performance problem.

9. Action Item #31 response – Scott Robinson reported that he had installed Jbuilder Pro on the development machine.  The performance is still a problem.  Scott ran a test to measure the performance of using Jbuilder from a remote location.  He found sending X traffic over the network over SSH link seems to be the cause of the performance problem.  The options to consider to get around the problems are: 1) Install Jbuilder and CVS client on the remote machines and allow remote source control, 2) Install Jbuilder and secure FTP/copy client on the remote machines to allow users to transfer the files to the SWSI development machine.

Tom Sardella will look into getting licenses for PC version of JbuilderPro (Action Item #32.1).  Joe Stevens will look into the security policy for these options. (Action Item # 32.2).  Scott Robinson will look into remote CVS control (Action Item #32.3).

10.  Tom Sardella will look into getting SCP client or Secure FTP (Action Item #33).

11. Harshna Sampat pointed out the need to have Java syntax aware editor for the SWSI development machine.  Joe Stevens mentioned that NEDIT is available for Solaris OS.  Scott Robinson will install NEDIT or equivalent editor on the SWSI machine (see Action Item #34)Action Items
