1. Action Item #5 response – Jerry Rauser reported that Danh Nguyen has made significant progress with the SWSI requirements.  The requirements are currently in peer review.

2. Action Item #9 response – No status reported.

3. Action Item #11 response – No status reported.

4. Action Item #18 response - Scott Robinson continues to investigate Concurrent Versions System (CVS) and will provide informal training to the development team.

5. Action Item #30 response – Scott Robinson has completed his studies of the remote XWindow performance problem (Action Item closed).  Tom Sardella questioned whether there is any way to speed up performance.  It was noted, that XWindows (across the Net) won’t work, and editing is one of the major problems.

6. Action Item #32.1 response - Tom Sardella has checked on getting licenses for PC version of JbuilderPro, he noted that it would be very costly to purchase licenses for numerous personnel working on the client.  It was noted that everyone developing client software may need Pro, since Foundation is unable to import user-created beans.  Geri Klitsch will need to elaborate on this when he returns from vacation.
Action Item #32.2 response - Joe Stevens stated that the only security issue would be with the Guidelines of Security.
Action Item #32.3 response – Scott Robinson is having problems getting a CVS client to work on a Windows remote client.

7. Action Item #33 response – (look into getting SCP client or Secure FTP).  It was noted that we don’t need to use SCP client or Secure FTP if CVS is used.  Scott will continue to look into this.
