SWSI Development Meeting Notes

Meeting Date: September 6, 2000

Attendees: Jy-Tai Chang, Gerald Klitsch, Danh Nguyen, Jerry Rauser, Harshna Sampat, and Tom Sardella

1. Action Item #5 response – Danh Nguyen reported that he had submitted a draft version of the SWSI Requirements Document to Tom Sardella on 09/01 for his review.  Tom and Joe Stevens are in the process of reviewing the SWSI requirements and should have comments to Danh soon.

2. Action Item #9 response – Harshna Sampat stated that Alan Zinkgraf is still working on the SWSI database schema, as soon as Alan is finished with the database schema, the database sizing will be worked.

3. Action Item #11 response – Nothing reported

4. Action Item #18 response – Nothing reported

5. Action Item #32 response – Tom Sardella has ordered copies of JbuilderPro for Jy-Tai Chang and Steve Blackwell (the developers that are working on the Client software).  Tom questioned the Gerry Klitsch on when the software is required for the developers working on the Client.  Gerry noted that it would be a nice to get JbuilderPro as soon as possible.  Jy-Tai is awaiting a workstation memory upgrade before he is to install JbuilderPro.  Tom stated that if the purchase request hasn’t come through in a reasonable amount of time, he will obtain copies from the Lab for their use.

6. Action Item #35 response - Jerry Rauser reported that he is still working on the SWSI Web Site material.  Jerry asked the SWSI Team to provide him with any comments or ideas for the Site.  Jerry noted that the Web site is currently housed on a temporary Web Site for beta testing.  The URL for the SWSI Web Site is as follows: http://idm.atsc.allied.com/visitingvehicle/swsi/swsi.htm
7. Tom Sardella questioned the SWSI Team on whether there are any problems with key-card access to the SWSI Development Facility.  It was noted that Gerald Klitsch and Maurice Assaraf have been having problems.  Tom is to check on this issue.

8. Gerry Klitsch provided Tom Sardella with Jswitch load test results.  Although there were some performance problems with the tests, i.e., Client software crashes, Gerry Klitsch pointed out that the crash occurred only when there were more than one client running on a single PC.  Tom Sardella noted that the problem is not applicable to the SWSI software design.  Harshna Sampat brought up some concerns in regards to one of the Jswitch clients that stopped updating the data value after a certain time period.  Harshna asked about the frequency at which the client was updating the data values (Gerry will provide this information).  The conclusion was that SWSI needs to run thorough load and performance tests when SWSI software is ready.
