SWSI Development Meeting Notes

Meeting Date: October 24, 2000

Time: 9:00 AM

Place: Green Tech IV

Attendees: Maurice Assaraf, Steve Blackwell, Cathy Chang, Jy-Tai Chang, Gerry Klitsch, Jerry Rauser, Scott Robinson, Harshna Sampat, Tom Sardella, and Joe Stevens

The meeting began with discussions on questions from the SWSI Requirements/Design Review (R/DR) held on October 19.  An Issues List will be propagated on the SWSI Web Site so that there will be a mechanism for personnel to review and respond to the questions and responses to the R/DR.  Cathy Chang provided a question and response listing (from the SWSI R/DR) for which Tom Sardella and the rest of the group were very appreciative.


There were some questions which arose (from the R/DR), in regards to the reliability/performance of RAID disks for use as a backend server database storage.  Tom Sardella asked Scott Robinson if he could do some investigation on this issue (see AI #37).
Harshna Sampat asked Jy-Tai Chang if he allows WRL to be done only for a declined SAR.  A question was raised id a Replace Request (RR) can be done for a declined SAR.  Tom Sardella noted that a RR can not be done on a declined SAR.  Jy-Tai will provide a write-up showing the logic for all types of requests done from the Schedule Request panel and Active Schedule panel (see AI #38).
Tom Sardella noted to the group that he has had some discussions with Howard Michelsen (UPS Rep) about the possibility of incorporating SWSI/UPS capabilities.  It was stated that if SWSI was to build a system with UPS capabilities, future support for Shuttle would most like be inevitable.  Harshna made a comment that UPS has only one ”master” display that shows all the events (Schedule Requests and Active Schedules), and asked if it made sense for SWSI to also do that.  Tom indicated that he prefers having two separate displays like we have in our current design.

Jy-Tai reported that he has moved into a different office and now has the connection to the SWSI development machine from his new location.  Scott Robinson noted that he had installed Secure CRT and Jbuilder on Jy-Tai’s workstation.

A discussion was held on whether SWSI should provide a user friendly administrative tool for the DBA to make updates to the SWSI database tables.  It was decided that it would be useful to modify the Jswitch administrative tool to add/remove users to SWSI.  Tom will identify tables that the DBA would need to modify to keep in sync with the NCC (see AI #39).
Action Items Responses:

1. Action Item #5 response – Tom Sardella and Joe Stevens are to provide Danh Nguyen with comments to the draft SWIS Requirements Document.  After inputs have been incorporated by Danh, the document is go through a peer review process with the developers.  Tom told Harshna to hold up on work on the Requirements Traceability matrix until Joe and himself finalize their comments to the Requirements Document.


2. Action Item #9 response – nothing reported


3. Action Item #11 response – nothing reported


4. Action Item #18 response – Scott Robinson is still working this AI.  Scott is to work on providing a User’s Guide to the developers.


5. Action Item #32 response – Scott reminded the group that commands between CVS and CIGNUS are hanging up with Windows 98, but not on NT workstations.  Scott is to look into setting up an NT workstation (see AI #40).  Scott will configure all the developers’ desktops to securely copy files from the desktop to ‘Angelica’ (see AI #41).  Tom Sardella is to put together a tutorial on the uses of PGP for the developers (see AI #42).


6. Action Item #35 response – Jerry Rauser made note that work on the SWSI Web Site is progressing, and he has implemented a Discrepancy Report system that should suffice for the SWSI project.  Tom is to provide comments to Jerry in regards to the Web Site and the proposed DR tracking mechanism.


7. Action Item #36 response – JbuilderPro has been installed on the developer’s workstations.  Tom is to check into the possibility of getting free software upgrades to JbuilderPro.
