Open Discussion:
· Sergey and Gerry reported that DAS testing has been going well and is stabilizing.

· Tom stated that he wants to run DAS I/F tests on the IT machines after Scott finishes building a new “Lil” machine.  SDIF will be run on the Closed IT machine.  A special tunnel needs to be established in order for SDIF to communicate with DAS. 

· Tom noted to the group that a new version of the DAS ICD is online.  Tom asked Harshna to do a thorough on it.

· Travel to WSC – Tom stated that travel to WSC for the SWSI Ops Suite setup may not be necessary, in hopes that everything has been configured correctly.  Tom and or Joe are to talk to Ed Bernal offline on this topic.

· JDB Driver:  A new JDBC driver had been downloaded on Angelica.  The new driver seems to provide performance improvement.  Sergey was informed to use the new driver for DAS I/F testing. 

· Documentation – Tom noted that he is currently working on the Users Guide and the Admin Guide, and asked for specific input (from the team) for him to incorporate into the documents.

· SWSI Demos – Tom noted to the group that he had demonstrated SWSI to the following Projects: Solar Radiation and Climate Experiment (SORCE) and the National Polar-orbiting Operational Environmental Satellite System (NPOESS) Preparatory Project (NPP).  He also reported that the Far Ultraviolet Spectroscopic Explorer (FUSE) and the Earth Observing 1 (EO1) are also interested in using SWSI for their scheduling.
