SWSI Development Meeting Notes

Action Items Responses:
1. Action Item #s 78, and 79 – nothing reported.

2. Action Item #37 response – (Investigate reliability/performance of RAID disks for use as a backend server database storage) – As per a discussion between Scott and Tom, it was decided that a minimum of two external RAID Arrays will be procured (by Tom), and the possibility of another Raid Array be procured for development (3 total).

3. Action Item #74 response – (Check the TDRS ID data on SWSI IT database matches with ANCC TDRS ID data) – As discussed between Don and Tom, it was decided that the use of only the active TDRSs will be input to the SWSI database.  It will be a DBA responsibility to make any changes to the database after transition (this Action Item has been closed).
4. Action Item #77 response – (Setup two new servers for DAS interface testing) – Scott reported that he has begun work on setting up the servers for DAS interface testing.  Tom is to provide Scott with a copy of the NISN Secure Gateway rules.
5. Action Item #81 response – (Begin work on High Availability (HA) and find out what is required for HA software) – Scott reported that he has begun work on this action item, and he now has an account.
6. Action Item #82 response – (Convert link ID for some of the Service Types) – Tom noted that he has completed work on this action item and has opened up a BUG report on this issue.

System Testing:

· Tom questioned Don on whether we are ready for a Test Readiness Review (TRR).  Don noted that he is in the process of working on test procedures.  
· Don questioned Jerry on whom we are to present the TRR too, Jerry is to find out the details.  
· Don is to provide Tom with a list of Problem Reports that require resolution.
· Don reported that everything has been delivered to all IT machines
General Discussion Items:

· Isolator/Client/Server – An automatic reconnect has been developed, but there are still problems with the Server backend not logging off.  Scott suggested that a Keep-Alive be utilized; he is to look into this.  Gerry noted that the problem seems to be on the IT machines, he has not noticed this on Angelica.  Tom also noted some concerns with the Server to Isolator, and is to write a Bug report on this item.
· DAS – Gerry is to provide ITT with a sample XML.
System Bugs:

· 131 – (Client String Index out of Bounds Exception on login) - Cannot reproduce.  Don is to test again.
· 133 – (Alternate SARs button sensitized when status is NCC queued) – It was noted that this is an NCC issue only.
· 20 – (Table Header gets messed up on Active Schedule Panel) - Sue is to test.
· IP address parameter problem – Sue has tested and is still receiving errors.  Tom noted that this is a DAS Bug and not to worry about it at this time.
